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“71. Renewal of permiis.—(1) Application for the renewal of a
permit, stating the period for which the renewal is desired, shall be
made in writing to the Authority or to the Transport Committes by
which the permit was issued, in any case not later than the date of
expiry of the permit, and shall be accompanied by Part A of the permit
and also by the fees prescribed in rule 65 ; ,

Provided that application for the renewal of a permit, it made after
the date of expiry of the permit, shall not be accepted unleszs it is

accompanied, in addition to the appropriate fee prescribed in ruls 65,
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by an additional fee of five taka for cach day or fraction thereof
subsequent to the period of time mentioned above.

(2) The Authority or the Transport Committee renewing a permit
shall call upon the holder toe produce Part B or Paris B thereof, as the

case may be, and shall endorse Parts A and B accordingly and shall
return them to the holder.”.
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
