“4  Refund.—(1) Where a passenger fails to travel abroad after payment
of the tax, he shall be entitled to get refund of the amount on surrender of the
unused stamps or original receipt of payment to any of the designated branch
of the Sonali Bank or Janata Bank which shall then cancel the stamps or
the receipt of payment, as the case may be.

(2) A passenger shall be entitled to refund if the tax has wrongly or mis-
takenly been collected from him. The National Board of Revenue may, on
the application of a passenger from whom such tax has been collected, direct
the designated branch to refund the tax so collected.”.
