NOTIFICATION

Dacea, the 11th April 1978,

No, SR.0. 76-L/78.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to
Article 133 of the Consfitution of the People’s Republic of Bangladesh, the Presi-
dent, after consultation with the Bangladesh Public Service Commission as
required by clause (2) of Article 140 of that Constitution, is pleased to make the
following rules, namely ;

1. Short title,—These rules may be called the Gazetted Officers (President’s
Division—Public) Recruitment Rules, 1978,

2, Definitions.—In these rules, unless there is anything repugnant in the
subject or context.— ;
(a) “appointing authority” means the Government and ineludes any officer
authorised by the Government to make appointment to a specified post;
() “Commission™ means the Bangladesh Public Service Commission;

() “Grade” means a Grade mentioned in the Services (Grades, Pay and
Allowances) Order, 1977; °

(d) “post of personal confidence of the President” means th::: posts men-
tioned in Schedule IT:

(e) “probationer” means a person appointed on probation to a specified
post;

(f) “'Schedule” means a Schedule annexed to these rules; and

(g) “specified post” means a post specified in Schedule I.
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3. Procedore for recruitment—Subject to the provisions of the Schedule,
appointment to a specified post shall be made—

(a) by promotion; on

(5) by transfer on deputation.
I 4. Appointment by promotion.—(/) Subject to the provisions of sub-rule (3),
appointment by promotion to a specified post shall be made in consultation with
the Commission.

(2) The seniority in service shall not be the only criterion for promolion
but merit on account of gualification, efficiency and conduct shall also be rated
for consideration of comparative fitness of the candidates.

(3) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-rules (1) and (2), appointment
to the post of personal confidence of the President shall be made at the discretion
ot the President and such appointment shall remain in force during the pleasure
of the President.

5.. Probation.—(I) Persons selected for appointment by promotion to a
specified post, other than the posts of personal confidence of the President. against
a substantive vacancy shall be appointed on probation for a period of one year:

Provided that the appointing authority may, for reasons to be recorded in
writing, extend the period of probation in the case of any person by a period or
periods so that the extended period does not exceed one year in the aggregate.

(2) After the completion of the period of pmﬁation including the extended
period, if any, the appointing authority,—

(a) if it is satisfied that the conduct and work of the probationer during his
period of probation has been satisfactory, shall confirm him; and

(b) if it is of opinion that the conduct and work of the probationer during
that period was not satisfactory, may revert him to the post from
which he was promoted.
