(iii) To arrange disposal of the vessels by public auction one at a time
in a phased manpner Keeping in view the financial interesis of the
Bangladesh Inland Water Transport Corporation. :

The sale procesds of ths wunecomemic wessels shall be deposited to a
Special Account to be opened by the Bangladesh Inland Water Transport
Corporation and the fund thus generated shall be ufilised in such a manner
as the Government may decide.

118-L/76/LB/IA-24/73/192 CA&S—In exercise of the
powers conferred by section 31 of the Antiquities Act, 1968 (XIV of 1968),
the Government is pleased to make the following rules, the same having been
Previously published as required by sub-section (I) of that section, namely :

1. Short title—These rules may be celled the Immovable Antiquities
Preservation Rules, 1976.

2. Definitions.—In these rules, unless there is anything repupgnant in the

subject or context.—

{a) “Director” means the Director of the Department of Archaeology;

() “immovable antiquities and sites” means the immovable antiquities and
sites at Mainamati (District Comilla), Mahasthangarh (District Bogra),
Paharpur (District Rajshahi) and Lalbagh Fort (District Dacea);

{r) “Superintendent” means the Superintendent of Archaeology; and
() “armed forces” means the Bangladesh Army, Navy and Air Force.

3, Visiting hours.—(I) The time for visiting the immovable antiquities and
sites shall be as follows (—

(a) During winter (from 1st October to 31st March) Week days except
Fridays—

From 9 am: to 1 pm and 2 pm. tp 5 pun.

(k) During summer (from 1st April to 30th SEplumi-rur} Week days except
Fridays—

From 9 am: to 1 pm. and 3 pm. to 6 p.on

{2} The Superintendent may alter these hours or close the entry to the
immovable antiquities and sites on any particular day without previous notice.

4. Tickets and fees for admission during visiting howr.—(/) Subject to the
provisions of sub-rules (3) and (4), no persons shall be admitted into the
immovable antiguities and sites during visiting hours unless—

(a) he obtains an admission ticket on payment of a fee of 23 paisa, if he
is ahove the ape of 12 years, or

(h) he obtains an admission ticket on payment of a fee of 10 paisa, if he .
is not above the age of 12 years:

_Provided that children under 5 years of age will be admitted free of
admission fee, if they are accompanied by their parents or guardians.
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(2) The tickets will also be valid for the museums existing at the immovable
antiquities- and sites.

(3) Any group of students may be admitted to the immovable antiquities
and sites without an admission ticket with the prior permission in writing of the
Director or any local officer, provided the group is accompanied by at least one
teacher, who would be responsible for maintaining discipline amongst the
students,

(4) The members of the armed forces in uniform shall be admitted free to
the immovable antiquitics and sites but members of their families shall be subject
to the tules for ordinary visitors.

5. Admission ticket.—(7) The admission tickets shall be available for sale
in the booking office set up for the purpose.

(2) Not more than fifty visitors shall be admitted into the immovable
antiquities and sites at any one time.

() Every person shall produce the admission_ ticket to the attendant on duty
at the gate before entering into the immovable antiquities and sites, and shall
hand over the ticket to the attendant at the time of leaving the immovable
antiquities and sites.

(4) No tickels for admission shall be issued within half an hour before the
expiry of the yisiting hours.,

(5) The admission tickets shall be available and valid only for the day of
15516,

(6) Refund of tickets once purchased shall not be allowed on ANy account,

6. Visit to the places of worship or shrines.—(1) Every person shall pay
due respect to the places of worship and shrines and shall do nothing to pollute
or desecrate them.

(2) The places of worship and shrines shall not be used for any purpose
incompatible with their religious character.

{(3) No person shall be allowed to enter into a place of worship or shrine
with his shoes on,

7. Prohibition for admission of persons with infectious diseases,—No person
suffering from any infectious disease shall be allowed to visit the immovable
antiquitics and sites,

8. Prohibition to walk over the walls or excavated remains or fo disfigure the
buildings.—No person shall—
{a) walk over the walls of the immovable antiquities and sites, or
(b} tonch or remove any object of the immovahle antiquities and sites, or
(c) damage. alter, deface or imperil the immovable antiquities and sites, or
(d) writz names on the surface of the immovable antiquities, and sites.
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9. Prohibition to fake arms or weapons, ete.—Excepting officials on duty,
no person shall take any kind of arms or weapons, including air guns, into the
mmovable antiquities and sites,

10.  Prohibition to use loud speakers—No person shall use loud speakers
#ithin the immoyable antiquities and sites except in functions permitted by the
Lirector.

L1. Prohibition to commit any nuisance.—No person shall commit any
aiisance, insanitary or otherwise, inside the immovable antiquitics and sites,

[2.  Prohibition to hawk.—No person shall, within the immovable antiquities
and sites, hawk articles or sale or carry on trade of any description or tout or
advertise on behalf of the shopkeepers or the firms.

13.  Prohibition to bath, ete.—No person shall spit, bath or wash clothes in
the tank or channels within the immovable antiquities and sites.

14, Prohibition to take bicycles, vehicles, ete.—No bicycles, motor cycles
and other vehicles shall be taken inside the immovable antiquities. and sites.

15. Prohibition to take dogs, etc—No dogs and other animal shall be taken
inside the immovable antiquities and sites.

1. Prohibition to hold picnics, ete—No picnic or other parties shall be
held within the immovable antiquities and sites without the pravious permission
in writing of the Director.

I7. Prohibition to cook meals, etc.—No person shall cook meals or light
fires within the immovable antiquitics and sites except with the permission of
the Director.

|8. Prohibition to shoot cinematograph films.—No person shall shoot an:,r'
cinematograph film within the immovable antiquities and sites excepl with the
previous permission in writing of the Director.

19, Prohibition 1o enter excavated trenches.—No person  shall enter the
trenches when excavation work is in progress, nor shall converse with the

workmen, nor shall take photographs of the immovable antiquities and sites
under excavation.

20.  Prohibition of offer fips, etec.—No person shall offer any tips or gratuity
to the attendants or any other employee of the Department of Archaeology and
Museums posted at the immovable antiquities and sites,

21, Penalty for breach of mles—Whoever commits a breach of any of these
rules shall, without prejudice to any penalty or remedy pravided by or under any
other law, on eonviction by a Magistrate, be punishable with a fine which iy
extend to five hundred Taka.
