JUDGMENT

The case of the appellant in short is that they are workers of Shah.
jadpur Bas T-':nninal,‘ Dirstrict Si‘r?jgunj, T ey leld a genersl meeting of
Shahjadpir B s Terminal Waorkers, District Serajgonj on 10.12.1996 and with
a view tomaintadin cordial relationship with Shahjadpur Bus Owners and to
safegiard their own interest, they decided to form a Trade Union under
tie name and style, “‘Shahjad 1 r—Terminal Sramik Union” and also cons-
tituted &n Executive Committe for this purpose. Subsequently they held
another meeting on 25.12.96 and approved t e druft constitution prefared
meanwhie. That in the 5:id meeting the President was duthosised tg apply
to t& Registrar of Trade Union, Rajhahi for registration of their Trade
Union. That the appellant applicd to t e Respondent on 05.06.97 along
with connected papers in this regurd. That the Respondent on receipt. of
their application while processing the same raised some objeztion vide Memo
No. RTU-Raj-Adm-97-1141 dzted 19.06.97 and dirccted them to res_bmit the
applicativn after removing t'e¢ defeots, T at as per direction of tie Res.
pondent, they resubmitted the application on 10,07.97 after nacessary amend
ment. !

The further case of tie appellant is that inspite of compliance of the
direction of the Registrar of Trade Union, Rajshahi the Res unden:rnjc;md
ticir prayer vide Memo No. RTU-Raj-Adm-97-1352 dated 15.07.97 without
sticulating any reason. That t e disputed order was unjustified and illegal,
Hance the appellant preferred this aprear.

The Respondent entered aprearance on getting notice from the Court
and filed a written statcment deniing all materiat allegation. His case js
that the aprellant was directed to firnish a certificate stating the total
n:mbers of workers working at §'ahjadour Bus Terminal and also to inform
him as to whether they are members of any other Union. That the app-
ellant failed to furnish the required parric.fars, Thercfore, the application
of the appellant was rejecied. The Respondent prayed for dismissal of the
appeal. b : \
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. POINT FOR DETERMINATION

1. Whether the anpé_llant is entitled to be an order for registration of
Shahjadpur Bus Terminal Sramik Union as a Trade Union,

FINDINGS AND D CISION

It is an admitted fact that t"e appellant had ap-lied to the Repistrar of
Trade Union, Rajshahi for registration of Shrhjad>ur Bus Terminal Sramik
- Union as a Trade Union on, 05.06.97 vide Exhibit-6. Tt is f. rther an ad~
mitted fact that the Registrar of Trad Uniun! Rajsha'i on receint of t'e
apr lication while processing the same raised objection vide Memo No. RTU-
Raj-Adm-1141, dt. ' 19.6.97 Exhibit-7 and directed the aprellant for curing
the said defects. 4 ;

The Ld. Advocate on behalf of the appellant submit that all the defects men.
tioned by the Registrar of Trade Union, Rajshahi were remuved on 10.07.97
vide Exhibit-8. But instead, the Registrar of Trade Union, Rajshahi rejected
their aprlication without mentioning any definate ground. We jave earlier
noted t at Exhibit 10 is the disputed letter of the Regtstrar of Trade
Union, Rajshahi by which t'e prayer of the aprellant was turned down,
We find that no specific reason was quoted therein for not allowing tre
registration of t'e aprellant’s Shahjadpur Bus Terminal Sramik Unjon asa
Trade ‘Union. We may recall that in the written statemoent, the Registrar
of Trade Union, Rajshahi ka: stated the arpellant did not produce cer-
tificate showing the total mmber of workers working at Sha'jad ur Bys
Terminal and that the aprellant also did not f rnish certificate from the
prorer althority as to whether t' e members of the aprllant's Shatjadpur
Bus Terminal Sramik Unjon are @lso members of any other Trade Union,

On the -other hand we come accrose that the appellant filed a list
Exhibit-9 issued by Shajadpur Motor Malik S mity showing the total
number of em loyees working at Shah‘adrur Bus Termin:l under them ag
- 51. Out of them, the number of members of the anrellant’s Shahjadpur
Bus Terminal Sramik Union are 33. which sre more than half of the total
strength of the empluyees. As yer sub scction 2 of section 7 of the LR L
it has been laid down that a Trade Union of waorkers shzll not be entit-
led to registration unless it has a minimum membership of thirty rercent
of totzl number of workers employed in the - establistment in which it is
-formed. In the instant case' as noted bY us number of members of the
appellant's Trade Union is above 30 reicent.

Next as to the point raised by the Registrar of Trade Union, Rajshahi
as to whether the members of Shahjad ur Bus Termsnel. Sremik Union
are also members of any other Union, section 7(C) of LR.O. may pe
referred to. In this sub-section, it his been clerified that a workar may
become a member of the Trade Union s;ecificzlly declaring in the form
set out that he is not a member of any other Trade Unior. Form :p*
hass _been prescribed for embodying such a declaration. The appellznt filed
form ‘D' duly filled in by the members of his Union ind}vid}imlly a8 rer
Exhibit-11 scries. Furthermore, the apyellant re-iterated this asrect in the
arplication dated 10.07.97 Exhibit-8 re-submitted after due amendment, Ex-
hibit 8. In fiet, when the .appellant yroduced form ‘D’ alonpwith other
relevant ravers in this behalf, raising of the same matter agzin was not
necessary by the Respondet. In other words, we may hold that appell-
ant's aprlication after amendment was as per procedure. There is no other
topic for discussion.
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So keeping in view the findings as above, we may come to the conclu-
tion that the appellant is entitled to the relief sought for and the Registiar
of Trade Union, Resmondent was not justified in refusing registration of
Shahjadpur Bus Terminal Sramik Union as a Trade Union. °

The L.d. Members were consulted and they express the similar views.
Hence, it is— '

ORDERED

That the L R. O. Appeal be all>wed on contest-against the Respondent
without ‘cost. The Respondent, Registrar of Prade Union, Rzjshahi i8 di-
rected to register ‘Shajadpur Teiminal Sramik Union' as a Trade Union,

JUDGMENT

- The case of the Tst Party in a nutshell is that the 2nd Party Bogra
" District Mini Bus Malik Samity is a registered’ Trade Union and its
President/General Secretary 'is authorised to resreseit the siid Trade Union.
Thit the_ registered head quiters of this Malik Samity is situated at
Station Road of Bogra town. That the 2nd party is required to submit
annual retura of income and expenditure LSoding on 31st December each
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year on 30th April of the following year in prescribed form &8 peor provision
laid ‘'down in I R. Q. But the 2nd party failed to file annual return of
income ‘on Expenditure for the year 1994 1995 and 1996. That notice
was issued upon the 2nd party-as prequisite to show cause 2s to why
its -registrazion would not be cancelled for non submission of annual returns
for the year 1994, 1995 and 1996 undar Memo No. RTU-258-Raj-779
dated 03.05.1997. But the 2nd rarty fock no stop. Therefore, the Ist
party was compelled to institute the instant case seeking permission to
cancel registration of the 2nd party. :

The 2nd party filed a written statement denying the allegation of the
Ist party specificall,, The case of the 2nd party is that it had been
submitting annual return of income and exenditure every year since incef tion.
That due to internal .problom in the management of the affiirs of the 2nd
party it could not file annual returns for the year 1994,-1595 and 1996
previously. That meanwhile it over comed the -nternal problem. That the °
2nd party wes not in receipt of any notice from the Ist jarty, That in
the meantime the 2nd party submitted annual returns of the year 1994,
1995 and 1996. The 2nd party prays for acce, tance of annual returns
thus submitted by them and begged pardon for delay. The 2nd party
aspire for dismissal of the case.

POINT FOR DETERMINATION

Whether the Ist "party deserves permission for cancellation of the
registration of the 2nd party 7 .

FINDINGS AND DICISIONS

It 15 an admitted fact that the 2nd party was granted registration by
the Ist party on 11.06.1982 as a Trade Union. It is further an admitted
fact that the 2nd party wes submitting annuval returns of Income ond
Expendicute of ceah year ujto 1993 punctually. The Ist paity com lained
that the 2nd parts did not submit annual returns of Income and Ex|enditure
f?‘rlﬂi: year, 1994, 1995and 1996 and that thus they violated the provision
-of I.R. O,

- The contention of the 2nd party is that they had some internal rroblem
in the management of théir affzirs for which delay ocoured in the submissign
of annual returns for 1994, 1995 and 1996 which was unintentional latches
and that meanwhile they solved their jroblems enabling them to pre.are
the annual returns fur the aforcsind period. The further contention of the
2nd party is that they have already submitted annuul returns of Income
and Exjenditure for the year 1994, 1995 and 1996 to the Ist party with
aprology. The Ist party do not deny this as_cct. The 2nd party also filed
copies of annual roturns for the ferementioned period in this Court which
have been marked as Exhibit-KA, KHA znd GA. They begged mergy for
occuring delay in submitting the annual returns and urged for acceptance
of the same with party. . =TT

The Ld. Members expressed their considered views thet in order to
protect the 2nd party from disintergetion, the annual returns filed by
them for the period 1994, 1995 and 1996 deserve @ccejtance and they
may belet off. We need not differ with them in this regard and hold that
the lst party may be provided with a chance for the sake of disciplined
Trade Unionism in the country. ' -
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Hengee, it is :
. ORDERED
" That the I.R. O. Case be dismissed oh contest against the 2nd pary

without cost. The Ist party be not accorded with rermission to canctl
registration of Bogra Mini Bus Malik Samity, the 2nd party as a Trade

Tinbot Kherkati Bazar Labour Union, Nil hameri (Regn. No. Raj-1392),
Joypurhat Zilla Ri‘ksha Malik Samity (Regn. No. Raj-1074) and Vitargar
Modelhat Banik Samity, Panchagar (Regn. No. Raj 721) respectively, who
are 2nd parties to the above casss, U/S 10(2) of Industrial Relations Ordi-
nance, 1969 alleging” that the aforesaid Trade Unions hereafter called the 2nd
parties after its rogstration did not submit the annual reports as its com-
pulsorily required U/S IOEJ] of the Ordinance and nlso did not tuke any
step on being notfied vied Exts. 1 and 2 (the notices and the postal receipts).

Perused the records and heard the opinions of the Ld. Members.
Exts. 2 series support the service of notice upon the 2nd partics by the '
1st party of which we have nothing to disbelieve it. :

The service of notice is found satisfactory. Itis found that the 2nd
partics to the above casos did not 'comyly the provitions &s required
U/s ‘10(b) of the Ordinancs which is the valid ground for rejection of
registrations. :

On the above fiindings it is clear that the 1st Parts in all the above
cases has come to prove the allegations against the 2nd parties.

Hence, it is,
ORDERED

That all the cases as mentioned above are ‘allowed exmirte. The Ist
Party is_hercby rermitted to canccl the registretion of the 2nd rarties
namely Bonbariaghat Coolie Sramik Union, Sirajgonj (Regn. No,:Raj-1272 :
Tinbot Kherk:ti- Bagzar Lebour Union, Nil. humari (Regen. No. Raj-l 393}
Joypurhat Zilla Rickshaw Malik Semity (Regn. No. Rj-1074) and Vitargar
Modelhat Banik Samity, Panchager (Regn. No. Ruj-721), S

Sim:e.-.-zll the cases came of for hearing on the same ~date in the same
Court, the order is pronounced accordingly together which will govern in
all the cases as referred above.

The case of the appellants in short is that they are the Owners, of Bus
and Minibus of Chatmohor, Bhangura and Faridpur Police Stations and ip
order to carry out their transport business in a disciplined manour apd also
to maintain cordial relationship with their workers, they intended to orga-
nise and association under the pame apd style Chatmohar, Bhangura*
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Faridpur Motor Malik Samity (prooosed). Accordingly they held 4 general
Meeting on 01-08-97 and formed the aforesaid Samity consisting of 10
members and thea in the next meeting on 12-08-97 they comleted all the
formsalities for rogistration vesting power to the appellants for the same,
who afterwards apjlied on 24-09-97 to the. Res-ondent, the Registrar of
Trade Union, Rajshahi Division, for registrition comylying all formylities.
That the Respondent raised some objections and sent it to the appeliants
for m dification vide: Memo No. R.T.U/RajfPro/97/1883 dt. 07-10-97. The
aprellants re-submitted the rrayeron 21-10-97 for registration modifying all
the defects as erunciated in the aforesaid Memo but the O.P. illegally and
arbitrarily rejected the application on 20-11-97 vide Memo No. R.T.U/Raj/
Pro/97/2180. Hunce, they preferred the appeal, ;

Respondent, Registrar of Trade Union, Rajshahi Division, Rajshahi,
appeared and filed a written statement denying the allegation ‘of any illega-
lity. and asserts that the aprliczstion of the aprellants was defoctive and
accordingly a Memo was sent to the aprellants raising six defiiite objections
vide letter No. R.T. U/RajfProf97/1883 dt. 7-10-97 but the aprellants
failed to rectify all objections specially the certificate from B. R. T, A, to
ascertain the number of Motor Owaers in Pabna districts and as such the
aprlication for registration of the appellants: was duly and legdlly rejected.
The appeal, thus, is liable to be rejected.

POINT FOR DETERMINATION

Whether the nppnllanﬁ- was: entitled to get an order directing the Respon-
dent to register “*Chatmohor, Bhangura, Faridpur Motor Malik Samity™? -

FINDINGS AND DECISIONS

Perused the Memo _oi'-' P.pﬁh&], written statement and the papers submi-
tted. Heard the submission of the Ld. lawyer for the appellants and the
representative of the Respondent. - .

The aprellants, in suprort: of their. case have submitted Exbts, 1-10
which are -(1) Resolution of the Ist General Meeting dated. 01-8-97, (2)
Resolution of the 2nd General Meeting dt. 12-8-97, (3) Form ‘N’ containing
the name and address of the Committee, (4) Form ‘P’ the name of the
Owners of the Bus/Minibus, (5). Form ‘B’ the _antlication: for registretion,
(6) The constitution pfthe Samity, (7) The objection lotter by the Rogistrar
Trzde Union, (8) Modification letter of the objections, (9) The order of
rejection, and lastly (10) The cortificate given by T.MN.0., Chatmohor,

Respondent rejected the prayer for registration for a single cause failure
of submitting. the: certificate from B.R.T.A. reforcing the rrovision of 8(2)
of Industrial Relations Ordinance, 1969 (Exbt. 9). Thus it is clear that the
appellants cured all other defects raised vide Exbt. 7.

Now we aré to see how far the certificate’ from B.R.T.A. is needed for
. registration. of Bus Owners Samity? ;
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S. 7 of LR.O. has laid down the requirements for registration, Sub-
Sec. (2) of the said Section thus follows— &

(2) A trade union of workers shall not be entitled to registration under
this Ordinance unless it has a minimum membership of thirty percent of the
total number of workers em;loyes in the establishmént or group of estab-
lishments in which it is formed. |

The above provision is elearly concerped with the trade union or workers
not with the Union of Owners: No where in the provisions it is found |
thet the certificate from B,R.T.A. 1s the fre-requisite for registration either
of the trade union. Morcover, the Exbt., 10, the certificate issued by TN.
0., .Chatmohor, Pabna .ventilates that 12 Owners out of total 16 Owgers
of the area under the aprellants Samity are the participatory -members.
The objection as raised by the Respondent, thus, does not stand.

Respondent side led 2 misleading argument that jurisdiction of a Samity
shell not be less the area of a distiict or a Metropolitan City. But he
did not able to show any standing provision to suprort him, Establishment
as amended vide Ad. XX of 1993, does make any bar to form registra-
tion. It provides— i

Provided that each class of transport vehicles, such as, trick/tank lory,
bus minibus, taxi, and baby-taxi/tem;o operating in a region of a Traps.
port Comimittee shall be deemed to be ap establishment for the purpose
ughir:lgistrmiun of trade uniop of workmen employed in such transport
Vi G5, ;

. In above provision makes Bus/Minibus a separate establishment and .
its region does copfined to a district or Matropolitan area.

4 L, Memhérs present also did not ‘agree “with the-vicw-ofthe' Respon-
ent. L

We are convinced .with the above findings that the. aﬁpﬂliant has succee-
ded to fulfil the requirements and as such they are entitled to get 1egis-
tration. :

+ It is, accordingly,

ORDERED

That the appeal be allowed on contest egainst the Resrondent without
cost. Th; Resnondent 15 directed for registraticn of *‘Chatmohor, . Bhan-
gura, Faridpur Motor Malik Samity as & Trade Union, : .

13-10-97.

The case of the appellant is that he is the President of Nababganj Thana
Auto Tempo Malik Sumity, That with a viwe to promote their Transport
business and in order fo maintzin cordial relationship with theit workers
they intended to organise an association under the name and style Nawab-
gonj Thana Auto Tempo Malik Samity. Accordingly they held a general
meeting on 12-7-97 and formed the aforesaid Samity consisting ‘of 10’
members and then in the next meeting op 12-08-97 they cum leted
all the formelities for registration vesting power to . the aprellant for the
same who afterwards aplied on 21-9-97 to the O.P., the Registrar of
Trade Union, Rajshahi Division, for registration comjlying all formglities,
That the Res ondent raised some objections and sent it to the appellant
for modifi-ation vide Memo 'No. R.T.U/Raj/Pro-97/7090 dt. 10-9-97.. The
appellants re-submitted the prayer on 8-10-97 for registration modifying
all the defects as enunciated in the aforesaid Mumo but the O.P. illegally .
and arbitrarily rejected the application on 13-19-97 vide Memo No. R.T.
U/Raj/Pro-97/1905. Thus, the present appeal.

Respondent. Registrar of Trade Union, Rajshahi Division, Rajshahi
appeared and filed a written statement denying the allegation of any illega-
lity and asserts that the application of the appellant was defective "and
accordingly a Memo was seént to the arpellant raising some definite objec-
tions vide letter No. R.T.U;Raj/Pro-97/1790 dt. 23-9-97 but the apjellant
failed to rectify all objections scecially the certificate from B.R.T.A to
ascertain the number of Auto Temjo Owners in Nawabganj Police Station
as such the aprlication for registration of the appellants was duly and lega-
lly rejected.

Now we are to see how far the certificate from B.R.T.A. is needed for
registration of Auto Tempo Owners Samity? '

§.7 of LR.O. has laid down the requirments for registration. ~Sub-sec,
(2) of the said section thus follows—

(2) A Trade Union of workers shall not be entitled to registration under
this Ordinance unless it has a minimum membership of thirty percent of
the total number of workeis employed in the establishment or group of
establishments in which it is formed.

The abave provision is clearly concerned with the trade union of wor-
kers not with the Union of Owners. No w#here in the rrovisions it is found
that the certificate from B.R.T.A. is the rre-requisite for registrarson either
of the Trade Union. Moreoyer, the Exbt.8, the certificate issued by the
T.N.O. Nowabganj, Dinajrur supports that there 30 Auto Tempos in
Nowabganj Police Station of which 25 persons are Owners of those tempoos,
Exbt. 4 Form ‘P’ shows that 10 Owners are participating member to the
Samity, The objection as raised vide Exbt. 6, thus, does not stand.

Representative of the Respondent argues that jurisdiction of a Samity
ghali not be less than the area of a district or & Metropolitbn City. But
he did not able to show any standing provision to support him. Establish-
ment as amended vide Ad.
