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“30. An offence relating to firearms, weapons explosives and
dangerous substances when used as a means to perpetrate indiscriminate
violenece involving death or serious hodily injury to  persons or, serious
damage to property ;

31. Aiding and abetting, or counselling or procuring the comi-
mission of, or being an accessory before or after the fact to, or attempt-
ing or conspiring to commit any of the aforesaid offences”.
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
