Definition.—In these rules, unless there is anything repugnant in
the subject or context, “ad hoc appointee” means a person
appointed on ad hoc basis at any time between the 9" April, 1972
and 24" January, 1982, both days inclusive, either by prometion or
by direct recruitment, to a post now borne on the revenue budget
and is continuing in such post. Ad hoc Appointee also means a
person appointed in the health service as “Assistant Surgeon (in
service trainee)” on ad foe basis at any time between 25" January,
1982 and 17" May, 1986, both days inclusive.” |
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
