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28. RP.’SEI"’:‘IE{I seats for inspecting officers.—(1) The licenses shall keep
two seals reserved in every film show for the persons authorised
under Rule 27 in the highest class of accommodation available in
the anditorium.

(2) When more than two authorised persons happen to enter the hall,
the licensee shall, in addition to seats reserved under sub-rule (1),

make seating arrangement for them by providing extra chair in the
class meant for them.
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(3) Where the inspecting officers availed the seats reserved or arranged,

as the case may be, under this rule, the inspecting officers shall
record their names and findings in the Inspection Book maintained
under Rule 14.”
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
