() the maintenance allowance received in Bangladesh by any of the expatriate
personnel of the said organisat'on provided the services rendered by
such personnel are in the opinion of the Bangladesh tax authority purely
voluntary and without any salary or other remuneration; and

(E) the salary or other remuneration regeived or decmed to be received by,
or accruing or arisng or deemed fo accruz or arisc in Bangladash to,
any of the expatriate personnel of the said organisation provided the
salary or other remuneration of such personnel is also exempt from
payment of tax in the country of domicile of the expatriate personnel
and evidence in rtespect of the same exemption is produced to the
Bangladesh tax authority.
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No. S.R.0. 220-L/78.—In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (I)
of section 60 of the Income-tax Act, 1922, the Government is pleased to  exempt
the expatriate personnel cmployved iv Bangladesh by the Orthopaedic and Rehabili-
tation Unit of Shaheed Suhrawardy Haospital Complex, Sher-e-Bangla Magar, Dacea,
from payment of tax under the sald Act in respect of

(a) maintenance allowance received in Bangladesh by any of the expatriate
personnel of the said Unit provided the services rendered by - such
persgnnel are purely voluntary without any salary or other remuneration ;

(b) salary or other remuneration received or deemed to be received by or
accrong or arising or deemed to accrue or arise in Bangladesh to any of
the expatriate’ personnel of the said Unic provided the salary or other
remuneration of such personnel is alsp exempt from payment of tax in
the country of domicile of the expatriate persennel and evidence in
respect of the same is produced to the Bangladesh Income-tax

authority.
