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“Provided further that if—

(a) a teacher has attained, on the date of nationalisation of the High
School, the age of 50 years or more, and

(b) he does not possess the prescribed academic qualification required
for appointment to the post in which he was appointed on adhoc

basis under rule 3(2), but possesses one step lower academic
qualification,

the Commission or Board, as the case may be, may recommend such teacher
for appointment on regular basis to that post.
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Bxplanation—For the purposes of the second proviso to this sub rule—
(a) "academic qualification” includes a teaching degree or diploma ; and

(b) “one step lower academic qualification” means—

(i) in the case of a Head Master and Assistant Head Muster a
Bachelor degree or an equivalent academic qualification recog-
nised by the Government in consultation with the Commission ;
and .

(ii) in the case of an Assistant Teacher, Higher Secondary Certificate
or an equivalent academic qualification recognised by the
Government in consultation with the Commission™,
