(2) The M.C.Q. examination shall be of 100 (hundred) marks of
100 (hundred) questions to be answered within 1 (one) hour,
and be held in accordance with the procedure and standard
followed by public universities or Public Service Commission.
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(3) A candidate who obtains 50 out of 100 marks in the M.C.Q.
examination shall be eligible to appear in the written
examination and shall have to pass the written examination by
two consecutive attempts, failing which the M.C.Q.
examination result of such candidate shall stand cancelled.”;
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
