No. S.R.0. 310-1,/75.—The following draft of certain further amendments
to the Motor Vehicles Rules, 1940, which it is proposed to makein exercise
of the powers conferred by section 41 of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1939
(IV of 1939), is hereby published as required by sub-section (I) of section
133 of the said Act for the information of all persons likely to be affected
thereby and notice is hereby given that the draft will be taken into con-
sideration on or after the 28th September, 1975.

Any objection or suggestion which may be received from any person
with respect to the said draft before the date specified will be considered
by the Government.

Draft Amendments
In the aforesaid Rules,—

(!) in rule 35A—
(@) in the marginal heading, for the word “Vehicles” the word, comma
and letters ‘“Vehicles, etc.” shall be substitured;
(&) for sub-rule (I) the following shall be substituted, namelyi—

““(]) Any motor vehicle which is the property or for the time being
under the exclusive control of—

(a) a Diplomatic, Consular or Trade Mission accredited to
the Government of Bangladesh or of any member thereof;

(b) the United Nations;
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{c) International Red Cross;

() Aid Missions, Experts, Officials and International Relief
Agencies coming under agreements;
and has been imported free of duty, shall be registered only
by the special registering authority appointed under sub-rule (2)
and shall carry a special registration mark assigned to it™;~
and

(¢) for sub-rule(I0) the following shall be substituted, namelyi—

“(10) When a motor vehicle carrying special registration marks is
transferred or sold or does mo longer remain the proreriy of
the Diplomatic, Consular or Trade Mission or any member
thercof, United MNations, experts, officials and International”
Relief Agencies coming under agreements, it shall cease to
display Special Registration Plate which shall be surrendered
to the special registering authority.™; and

(2) after rule 38C, the following new rules shall be inserted, namelyi—

“38D. No fec shall be charged for registration of Motor Vehicles
owned by the International Relief Agencies recognised by the Govern-
ment, United Nations and International Red Crogs.

“38R. No fee shall be charged for registration of motor' vehicles
owned by the Aid Missions, experts, officials and International Relief
Agencies coming under different agreements, provided that such
agreements specifically provide for exemption of the registration fee.”

No. S.R. 0.311-L/73.—In cxercise of the powers conferred by cub-rule ()
of rale 35A of the Motor Vehicles Rules, 1940, the Government is pleased
to notify that the registration fee shall be the same as has been laid down
in rule 38 of the said Rules. :
