2. Brig. (Retd.) M. Mashhoorul Haque was born on 1st Octo-
~ber, 1928. He graduated from the Dacca University in 1958.
On being commissioned from the Pakistan Military Academy,
Kakul in 1950, Brig. (Retd.) Mashhoorul Haque served as Staff
Officer in the Army General Headquarters in  Pakistan, commanded
the Tribal Troops of the Pakistan Frontier Corps, served as Chief
Instructor of Army School of Education at the Murree Hills in Pakis-
tan. As Captain, he raised the first Cadet College of the country at
Fouzdarhat in Chittagong and as Lt. Col. raised the 7th Battalion of
the Bengal Regiment. After Independence Brig. (Retd.) Mashhoo-
rul Haque commanded Army formations at Jessore and Comilla garri-
son. He also served as Military Secretary to various Governors and
Presidents of the country. In 1976 he joined the Ministry of
. Foreign Affairs as the Chief of Protocol. He was appointed as the
Ambassador of Bangladesh to Qatar and accordingly he assumed his
charges on 16th January 1978,
