No. S.R:0. 355-L/79/ED.SPII(M)-9/78-236.—In exercise of the powers
conferred by the provision to article 133 of the Constitution of the People’s
Republic of Bangladesh, the President, after consultation with the Bangladesh
Public Service Commission as required by clause (2) of article 140 of that
Constitution, is pleased to make the following roles:—

THE GOVERNMENT SERVANTS (SENIORITY OF FREEDOM  FIGH-
TERS) RULES, 1979,

1, Short fitle—These rules may be called the Government Servants (Senio-
rity of Freedom Fighters) Rules, 1979.

2. Rules to override other rules, etc.—These rules shall have effect not-
withstanding anything contained in any other rules, orders or instructions relating -
to seniority or other conditions of service of Government servants for the time
being in force. -

3. Definition.—In these rules, unless there is anything repugnant in the -
subject or context, “freedom fighter” means any of the following persons who ™
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being employee on the 25th March, 1971, of the erstwhile Gnvcrment of Pakis-
‘an or of the Government of East Pakistan/West Pakistan participated in the
war of liberation, namely;— :

(/) Those who officially reported to the Government of Bangladesh at
Mujibnagar and were accepted by the Government of Bangladesh;

(if) Those who abstained from their duty under the occupation regime and
- did not receive salary from that regime with a view to participating
in the liberation struggle, whether staying inside or outside Bangladesh,
for a continuous period. of not less than three months immediately
preceding the 3rd of December, 1971, and did not serve under any
other Government or under any organisation which was not under the
-control of the Government of Bangladesh but could not formally
report to the Government of Bangladesh at Mujibnagar:

(iii) Those who expressly declared their allegiance to the Government of
Bangladesh from abroad and thereby defected from service under the
erstwhile Central or a Provincial Government before the 31st of
October, 1971;

(iv) Those who worked for the liberation struggle and carried out instruc-
tions of the Government of Bangladesh at Mujibnagar during the period
from the 17th April to the 16th December, 1971 but had not openly
declared their allegiance to the Government of Bangladesh from abroad
for tactical reasons and under clear and recorded instructions from
the Government of Bangladesh at Mujibnagar; and

(v) Those who suffered imprisonment or detention in the hands of occupa-
tion army and on release were not reinstated or were dismissed or

removed from service or did not join service before the 16th December,
1971.

4. Ante-dated seniority,—A freedom fighter shall be given two years' ante-
dated seniority in the post held by him, or in the service he belonged to, on the
25th March, 1971 with all attendant benefits in terms of promotion and fixation
of pay. i

Example 1.—A freedom fighter belonging to 1960 haich of any eadre of a Servics
shall be desmed to be the member of 1958 batch of that cadre with a
position  eorrssponding to that in his orizinal batch: and if there "o two
or more frezjom fighters of the same batgh they shall retain their relative
seniority in their own batch,

Example 2—A frezfom fightar, being & membe- of the erstwhilo East Pakistan Ciyj!
rvica who has bwa pronoted to the <enior scale on account of two
YEars anta-dated seniority under thess rules shall be srnjor by two years
to tha ofiZars of hig nriﬁi 1l bateh wha have hesn ormay be promated
to the s=aisr seale in tha ordinary course of Promotion, -

5. Fixation of pay.— Eon the grant of two years ante-dated seniority under
these rules to a freedom fighter, the pay of the freedom fishter shall be re-fixed

having regard to such seniority but no arrears of pay shall be admissible to him
.on account of such re-fixation,

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6. Rules not to apply in certain cases—Where any freedom fighter has
been given, only on account of his having participated in the war of liberation,
any promotion for which he would not have, on account of his relative seniority,
‘been considered, the benefit of two years' ante-dated seniority under these rules
shall not be available to him in his promoted position.
