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Bar Council Order, 1972 (President’s Order No. 46 of 1972) @3 Article 40
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“60A. (1) Every applicant for admission as an Advocate shall
have to complete such courses as may be determined by the Bar Council,
and to qualify Multiple Choice Question (M.C.Q.), written, and viva voce
examination.

(2) The M.C.Q. examination shall be of 100 (hundred) marks
of 100 (hundred) questions to be answered within 1 (one) hour, and be
held in accordance with the procedure and standard followed by the public
universities or the Public Service Commission.
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(3) A candidate who obtains 50 (fifty) out of 100 (hundred)
marks in the M.C.Q. examination shall be eligible to appear in the written
examination and shall have to pass the written examination by two
consecutive attempts, failing which the M.C.Q. examination result of such
candidate shall stand cancelled.

(4) The written examination shall be of 1 (one) paper of 100
(hundred) marks as per the syllabus prescribed by the Bar Council and the
duration of the examination shall be of 4 (four) hours.

(5) The written examination shall be held on such date and
time and place as may be determined by the Bar Council.

(6) The details as to such examinations including the syllabus
may be collected from the Bar Council by the persons seeking
admission.” |
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
