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“2. Exemption—The provisions of paragraphs 1, 3, 4 and 5 shall not
apply to the following cases, namely (—

§

(a) an aircraft belonging to the United Nations Organisation or any of
its agencies or International Red Cross engaged in medical relief or
humanitarian mission ;
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(b) an aircraft engaged on non-remunerative basis in search and rescue
operations or medical relief or humanitarian mission ;

(c) any aircraft engaged in air calibration work ;

(d) an aircraft belonging to Flying Club of Bangladesh engaged in
training purpose ;

(e) state aircraft of Bangladesh ;

(f) such aircraft as the Government may deem fit to exempt,”
