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“45C (1) The offences described in section 11(4) of the International
Crimes Tribunals Act, 1973 and Rule 45, 45A, 45B of International
Crimes (Tribunal-1) Rules of Procedure, 2010 shall be tried summarily
and the proceeding thereof shall be termed as contempt proceeding.

(2) In view of the facts and circumstances of the case, the Tribunal shall
appoint one or more Defence Counsel/Amicus Curie for absentee
contemnor-accused, and if so appointed the Defence Counsel/Amicus
Curie shall be supplied within 2(two) working days of such appointment
with a copy of the petition of complaint as well as the documents and
materials, except the audio/video recordings, if any, relating to and
submitted with the petition of complaint.

(3) The Tribunal shall fix the fee for the defence counsel appointed under
Rule 45C(2) to be paid by the Government.

(4) The hearing of the proceeding shall commence within 5 (five) days of
the appointment of the Defence Counsel/Amicus Curie for the absentee
contemnor-accused.”
