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9CR (@, “In the result, the Rule is made absolute. The respondents are directed to
upgrade the petitioners to class 1 gazetted post and grant them the pay scale of
taka 12000-21600 (grade VIII) of National Pay Scale of 2009 with effect from
the date of judgment. The respondents are further directed to pay all arrear and
other financial benefits to the petitioners according to their entitlement within a

period of two months from the date of receipt of this judgement and order.”
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........ In the result, the civil appeal and the civil review petition are hereby
dismissed.”
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APES W TE A AR @, G- The present petitioners, the
Superintendents of this Court who are holding Class II gazette post are also

entitled to the same benefits, since they stand on the same footing and there
should not be any discrimination in their lawful rights. A benefit allowed by the
decision of the Court should be available to the others who stand on the same
footing but did not join in as petitioner. In the present case though the petitioners
are entitled to get their benefit pursuant to the benefits of judgement and order
dated 22-10-2014 passed in Writ Petition No.6895 of 2010 by this Bench were
not required to file another Writ Petition but even then the instant writ petition
was filed seeking the same refief and a Rule Nisi was obtained. Considering the
facts and circumstances of the matter along with the subsmissions made by the
learned advocate for the petitioner, we are of the view that the petitioners are
entitled to get the same relief as given to the petitioner in Writ Petition No.6895

of 2010 who stand on the same footing.”
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
