that he was appointed as a clerk under OP. No. | in 1951, That on
14-12-1972 petitioner was placed under suspension with effect from 13-11-1972
but that no formal charges were framed against the petitioner and that on
56-12-1972 the Managing Committee by a resolution withdrawn the order of
suspension and that By order dated 26-12-1972 petitioner submitted his explana-
tion and that on 19-4-1974 petitioner was served with warning and annual
increment was withheld. That after the formation of the new Ad-hoe Com-
mittes and without giving any chance to the petitioner to defend himself
petitioner was compulsorily retired from service on 26-10-1974. The petitioner
submitted grievance petition on 20.10-1974 which was rejected and hence the
petitioner for reinstatement in service with back wages.

OP.No. 1 by appearing the petitioner contends inrer alia that #qe petition
ufs Standing Orders Act is not maintainable in as much as petitior.=-g nnt @ -
o fer and the O. P. No. 1 is not an establisbment within the jideaning o8 e
Standing Orders Act, O.P. contends that order of compulsory retirement is_fd”
fact an order of termination of service and thatthe orderas "passed accorting
to law and as such O.P. contends that the petition be dismissed.

It is the contention of the O.P. that their organization, L.e., Co-operative
Land Mortgage Bank is not an organisation to be covered by the provigions
of Standing Ordara Act but this contention is not correct a8 the organization
of O.P. No, 1 will come within the definition of *'Commerciil establishment"’
ay deflned in sec, 2(d) of Bangladesh Employment of Labour (Standing Orders)
Act, 1965, The next contention of the O.P. is that petitioner is not a"Worker’
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within the meaning of the aforesaid Act but thiy plea is also not :gmablc
inasmuch as petitioner being & ‘Clerk’ is & worker within the meaning of
sec. 2 (v) of the Act

Now the question arises whether petitioner can get any relief against the
order of ‘Compulsory’ retirement admittealy passea against him, The scheme of
Standing Orders Act, 1965 provides for granting relief against the order of
retrencnment, discharge, suspension as 2 medsure of punishment and dismissal,
The Act does not provide any machinery for grnating relief against the order
of Compulsory retirement and consequently I am of opinion that the Case
in this Labour Court is not maintainable and petitioner, if so advised, can
seek his remedy in Civil Court having jurisdiction to try the Case.

As such I find that the Case 15 not maintainable.

In view of my findings on point No. 1, I shall not go into the findings
on merit of the Case,
