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“A tourist may import a video camera (non-professional) upon furnishing
to the Collector of Customs of the competent jurisdiction a bank guarantee
or deposit of acceptable convertible currency covering customs duty at the
rate of 100 per cent. on a value of Tk. 25,000.00 per set, which shall be
refunded if the tourist leaves the country with the video camera.™
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
